EPC - What have we done lately:

Camping Anyone!   We are planning an Inter-
generational Mission Trip from October 5th-
8th at the Grace Presbyterian Village (GPV) 
in Dallas.  If you would like to participate 
please fill out a commitment form that is avail-
able on the tables in the Narthex and also in 
the church office.  You have the option of 
camping out at the facility (tents will be pro-
vided) or sleeping at home each night and 
working at the GPV during the day.  Trans-
portation will be provided.  We will demo one 
or two cabins and make them ready for re-
modeling, clean windows, plant plants and 
flowers, trim trees and bushes.  For the 
campers willing to camp, a cabin will be avail-
able for restrooms and bathing.  The encamp-
ment is a beautiful setting with large trees 
providing a canopy for a great location to 
camp, have worship services, have a camp 
fire and fellowship.  Meals will be provided by 
the GPV.   For school aged children we will 
have opportunities for them to work in the 
early evening and on Saturday.  The GPV will 
open their swimming pool to the campers dur-
ing the evening.  We will have an evening 
vespers service each night at 7 p.m. and in-
vite all to participate in these services.  A 
communion service will be offered Friday Oc-
tober 7th at 7 p.m. Please plan to join East-
minster in this wonderful opportunity.

We will organize a work force 
that can clean, landscape and complete light 
repairs to homes.

Kaitlyn Jones 
and Sophia Veloz brought tears to our eyes with a beautiful rendition of òSanctuary,ó and Soleil Webb 
wowed the crowd with her exceptional hula-hooping!  Dylan Gailey came back on stage as a pirate en-
gaging in a swordfight with fellow pirate Christian Lowry, as they swashbuckled across the floor to the 
soundtrack from Pirates of the Caribbean.  In a moving demonstration, Lilly and Daniel Pappas per-
formed a rousing Energizer dance to KõNaanõs òWavinõ Flag.ó  After this, Sherry and Gary presented a 
slide show of the summerõs Mission Madness Mondays activities, documenting the difference that the 
children are making in the world around them.

How to Help Someone in Grief 

Overcoming the fear of 

saying òthe wrong thingó

Itõs hard to know what to say when someone you 

care about has lost someone or something signif-

icant ð whether itõs the loss of a loved one, a job, 

a beloved pet, or even hopes and expectations.  

If you want to comfort someone, a good place to 

begin is with this knowledge:   

There are no òmagic words.ó There are no 

phrases or sayings that can take pain away. 

There are however, some things you can say and 

do that may help. 

1. Acknowledge the loss  

When we donõt know the right thing to say, we 

often avoid the person who is grieving.   

A simple acknowledgement showing you know 

and care might be something like, òI was sad to 

hear about _________. ò  Itõs not magical, but it 

is kind.  

2. Realize you donõt have the answers  

Many people try to comfort with answers and 

solutions. òYouõre young.ó òYou can have more 

children.ó òYou can marry again.ó òYou can get 

another pet.ó òYou will have other opportuni-

ties.ó 

Answers, even if we had them, arenõt much com-

fort. But thoughtfulness is hard to beat. Show the 

love of God with a card, a hug, a meal, or a gro-

cery shopping trip. Try mowing a lawn, weeding 

a garden, or taking children on an excursion.  If 

you really want to help, make a list of ideas your 

friend can choose from.  Nail it down - òI am 

bringing a casserole on Thursday at 5:30ó - and 

follow through.  

3. Invite them to share something about whom 

or what theyõve lost 

Many people donõt want to be talked òató but they 

are grateful for a chance to talk about the one they 

are missing.  Just give the invitation. Try, òTell me 

about him ò Or, òTell me what she was like.ó  And 

donõt be afraid of tears.  Tears often come with 

trust. You donõt make tears happen, you just make 

them okay.  

If you or someone you know has lost a loved one, 

and would enjoy the company of others who un-

derstand, we invite you to attend a Faith and Grief 

Luncheon.
